This list presents all accepted records of rare birds in New Jersey through 31 December 2005 as accepted by the New Jersey Bird Records Committee (hereafter "NJBRC
Committee"). This listing would have been impossible without the hard work and research of the NJBRC's Historical Project Subcommittee, who worked from 1997 to 1999. The
Subcommittee's members included Pete Bacinski, P. A. Buckley, Shawneen Finnegan, Tom Halliwell (Chair 1997-1999), Greg Hanisek, Rich Kane (Chair 1996-1997), Laurie Larson,
Lehman. Previous publications drawing on the Subcommittee's worlBivdseof New Jersef1999) and "The Historical Report of the New Jersey Bird Records Committee: Rare Bird
Reports Through 1989Rgecords of New Jersey Bir@6:13-44) (hereafter, "the Historical Report"). The latter gives a more complete account of the Subcommittee's activities.

Details of when species may have |
added to or removed from the Review List are given after the species name. All records accepted by the NJBRC are on this list. In a few cases, species were added to the Review Lis
caveat that only reports after 1996 were considered by the Committee.

Accepted Record Total&ach species name is followed by a pair of numbers in parentheses. The first number is the total number of accepted records; the second is the tot
number of accepted records between 1990 and 2005, the period following the Historical Report. The 1990 cut-off was chosen for consistency with that earlier publication rather than
demonstrate temporal changes in avian status.
